
 
 

Accessing the Forums 
 
To access the forums, click on the link on the front (home) page of our web site. (Hint: The link looks 
just like the graphic at the top of this page.) 
 
If you are not already logged in to the BSR web site, you will be asked to log in. 
 

 
 

Use the same username (your email) and password you use when you are accessing our research. 
 
For the time being, you will be presented with a second login screen for the forums. No, we cannot yet 
have this be a single sign on. That will have to wait for when we redo the web site later in 2012. 
 

 
 
The very first time you do this, you’ll have to create an account (see below). If you already have an 
account on the BSR Forums, enter your email and your password to the BSR Forums and you’re in. If 
you’ve forgotten your password to the BSR Forums, click the little “Forgot?” link to have it emailed to 
you.

Creating an Account 
 
The first time you visit the BSR Forums you will need to create an account. 
 

 
 
Click on the “Create One” link an you will get the following screen: 
 

 
 

We strongly recommend you use the same email address and password you use to access the research on 
our site. Choose any username you like, that’s how you will be identified on the BSR Forums. Make 
sure you check the “I agree to the terms of service” box and fill in the “Captcha” box.

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Lost Forum Password 
 
If you’ve lost your login information to the BSR Forums, retrieving it is easy.
